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Conceived specifically for the Casa de Las Chirimias, the exhibition RESONANTE
emerges from a profound dialogue between the tower’s interior space and the
auditory presence of the Darro River, which flows alongside it. Like a resonating
chamber, a vibrant murmur reminds us of the living presence of the water
descending from the Sierra de Huétor, tracing a line between the historic hills of

Albaicin and Sabika.

Although small, the Darro River holds vital significance for the city. It was the
backbone of Muslim Granada and nourishes the gardens of the Alhambra with its
waters. Its name, derived from Dauro and Dat Aurum (meaning “of gold”), alludes to
the presence of gold in its bed—a reality and a symbol of the natural and historical

wealth of this river that shapes much of Granada’s life and identity.

Beside it, the Casa de Las Chirimias served as a platform for authorities and a
dungeon for outlaws, a privileged lookout and a stage for musical performances
featuring chirimias (a type of shawm) and possibly trumpets. It was both a
loudspeaker and a home, sometimes inward-facing and almost always outward-
facing. Strategically located, the small tower—both observer and observed—has
spent over four centuries perceiving and reverberating the impulses of the life

unfolding at its feet.



Between the house that welcomes and the house that offers, there is a flow of
elements exploring the oppositions between fluidity and solidity, between resonance
and distortion. Through waves, frequencies, and reverberations that permeate
the building’s space, this exhibition reveals an invisible yet ever-present matter,
manifested through the eternal sound of water flowing between rocks, through the

walls, and out the windows of the tower.

Resonance is the ability to prolong the vibration of one object to make another
vibrate more intensely. This occurs when the frequency of one object matches
the resonant or natural frequency of the other. To resonate is also to establish a
connection between artistic exploration and the world, generating new changes

with the openness required to transform and be transformed.

Stone, graphite, gold, and copper float and inhabit the walls of the house like celestial
bodies in opposition, creating tensions between the images and the materials that
compose them, while graphically representing a dance of vibrant relationships. This
transformation unfolds in the invisible movements that traverse geographical space

and historical time, addressing the mutation of substances.

Reflections, projections, and juxtapositions of elements compose a dance of
cosmic forces orbiting the three rooms, connecting the memory of stones to that
of the walker who selected them. Gathered from the bed of the Darro River, these
stones—now organized, cut, pierced, and coated in gold—whisper stories that might

have been lost to time.

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La exposicion RESONANTE, concebida especificamente para la Casa de Las
Chirimias, surge de un dialogo profundo entre el espacio interior de la torre y
la presencia sonora del rio Darro, que fluye pegado a ella. Como en una caja de
resonancia, un murmullo vibrante nos recuerda la presencia viva del agua que
desciende desde la Sierra de Huétor, trazando una linea entre las colinas historicas

del Albaicin y la Sabika.

Aungue pequeno, el rio Darro tiene una importancia vital para la ciudad. Fue eje
vertebrador de la Granada musulmana, y es quien nutre con sus aguas los jardines
de la Alhambra. Su nombre, derivado de “Dauro” y “Dat Aurum” (o “del oro”), alude
a la presencia de oro en su lecho, una realidad y a la vez un simbolo de la riqueza

natural e historica de este rio que define parte de la vida y la identidad de Granada.

A su lado, la Casa de Las Chirimias fue palco para autoridades y calabozo de
maleantes, mirador privilegiado y tribuna de orquesta en toques y recitales de
chirimias vy, tal vez, trompetas. Fue altavoz y fue casa, fue a veces hacia dentro y
casi siempre fue hacia fuera. Ubicada estratégicamente, la pequena torre, siempre
observada y observadora, lleva mas de cuatro siglos percibiendo y reverberando

los impulsos de la vida que transcurre a sus pies.

Entrelacasaqueacogeylacasaque ofrece, existe unflujo de sustancias que explora

las oposiciones entre lo fluido y lo sdlido, entre lo que resuenay lo que distorsiona.



A través de ondas, frecuencias y reverberaciones que atraviesan el espacio del
edificio, esta exposicion revela una materiainvisible, pero constantemente presente,
que se manifiesta mediante el sonido eterno del fluir del agua entre las rocas y a

través de las paredes y ventanas de la torre.

La resonancia es la capacidad de prolongar la vibracion de un objeto hasta hacer
que otro objeto vibre con mayor intensidad. Esto ocurre cuando la frecuencia de
un objeto coincide con la frecuencia resonante o natural del segundo. Entrar en
resonancia es también establecer un vinculo entre la exploracion artistica y el
mundo, generando nuevos cambios, con la apertura necesaria para transformarse

y ser transformado.

Piedra, grafito, oro y cobre flotan y habitan las paredes de la casa como cuerpos
celestes en oposicion, creando tensiones entre lasimagenes y los materiales que las
componen, mientras representan graficamente una danza de relaciones vibrantes.
Esta transformacion se da en los movimientos invisibles que atraviesan el espacio

geografico y el tiempo histdrico, abordando la mutacion de las sustancias.

Reflejos, proyecciones y yuxtaposiciones de elementos componen un baile de
fuerzas césmicas que orbitan en las tres salas, conectando la memoria de las
piedras con la del caminante que las selecciond. Recogidas del lecho del Darro,
estas piedras, ahora organizadas, cortadas, atravesadas y recubiertas de oro,

susurran historias que podrian haberse perdido en el tiempo.

This hotbed of thought, dialogue and practice will generate a wave of chain movements,
a continuous and exciting echo that will make the building, its context and its

reverberations vibrate in a different way beyond our borders.

The Casa de las Chirimias, as a loudspeaker, stage and window, will enhance the
discoveries of those who have the privilege of being part in one way or another of this
innovative project, and will give Granada the experience of contemplating multiple

views of one of its most beloved places from the art perspective.
